Reason for change: The foot offset rule text in 21.7.2 refers to “any” headsail or flying
headsail. However, this could imply that is any one of the headsails in an inventory (which
may not be the largest) has a foot offset the addition needs to be added to all of the
headsails. It should just refer to the individual sail.

4. NEW IRC RULE 22.6 — LIFELINES FOR EVENTS

Reason for change: For some events, particularly Classic events, lifelines are required.
Where a boat is rated without lifelines the addition of lifelines may invalidate their certificate
without amending their certificate. It is therefore proposed a boat may add lifelines for a
specific event even if they are not rated in this configuration. This is the most conservative in
terms of safety and rating effect.

IRC Rule 21.2.2 Rig Factor - Additional cloth set under the boom

(e.g. Lazy Sweeper, Deck Sweeper, Watersail, Mainsail Skirt)

Question : Is it permissible under IRC to race with an additional piece of cloth below the boom?

Answer : Yes, provided that this is declared on the current IRC certificate following the reasoning
and Rig Factor adjustment method as follows:

1. IRC considers that this additional cloth is a sail as defined by ERS G.1.1: an item of equipment used
to propel the boat.

2. If this salil is used while racing but is not declared in the current IRC certificate, the IRC certificate is
invalid in accordance with IRC Rule 8.9.

3. The additional material is considered a feature which increases sailing efficiency which is not already
rated through the rated dimensions and therefore Rig Factor (RF) may increase in accordance with
IRC Rule 21.2.2. To establish the RF increase the effective mainsail area will be established as
follows:

3.1 An interim P’ will be measured in
accordance with IRC definition of P but
where the lower point is the lowest point
on the additional cloth when rigged (which
replaces the top of the boom or the
mainsail tack point).

3.2 Interim mainsail widths, MUW’, MTW' and
MHW’, will be measured in the normal way
but with the leech extended to the
horizontal projection of the lowest point of
the additional cloth. Consequently, the
mainsail measurement points (7/8, 3/4 and
1/2 leech points) will be lowered.

3.3 The opposite red point lllustrates the
intersection between the leech extended to
the horizontal projection of the lowest point of the additional cloth. The green point illustrates
the mainsail sail clew point with no additional cloth.

34 Finally, the Rig Factor will be adjusted to reflect the additional calculated sail area. The
actual P, MUW, MTW and MHW will continue to be displayed on the IRC certificate.
